Baptism of Thelord |

January 11, 2026

Reflections on this

Sunday’s Feast Day

Baptized as God’s beloved

This Sunday we celebrate the feast of
the Baptism of the Lord. Reflecting on
Jesus’ baptism, we can learn more
about the mystery of our own baptlsm ‘
which the Catechism describes as “God's most beautiful and
magnificent gift” (CCC, 1216). Firstly, we realize that being God,
Jesus did not need to be baptized, yet chose to do so as a model
for us and to reveal Himself more fully. Firstly, the Father reveals
Jesus as His “beloved Son.” So too, in our baptism we receive
our renewed identities as beloved sons and daughters of God.
St. Paul also describes baptism as clothing ourselves with Christ
(Gal 3:27). It is during this most special sacrament that our entire
lives are changed for we fully recognize who we are in the eyes
of God. Secondly, the descent of the Holy Spirit in the form of a
dove reveals Jesus as the Anointed One, or the Christ. Following
His baptism, Jesus was led by the Spirit into the wilderness to
prepare for His mission. Similarly, during our baptism we are
anointed with sacred chrism which “signifies the gift of the
Holy Spirit” (CCC, 1241). Like Jesus, we too will be led by the
Spirit into mission. We are all called to accept our baptismal
responsibility “to place our gifts, our resources, ourselves at
